A few weeks ago, I came upon this comment on social media made by a faithful

customer/volunteer:

“GOFM is truly a community and a modern-day agora.”  

Wow. I try to spend very little energy considering Facebook commentary, but this

statement stopped me in my tracks. This friend identified precisely what it is that we

work for everyday. When I joined GOFM as a farmer in 2013, we were a handful of

vendors in a well-loved dusty lot. In the years since, GOFM has forged a unique space

where food is the siren but community is the result. As with all gathering places, the

intersection of people and ideas inspires collaboration and innovations that are borne

from and serve the community itself.  From the bedrock of our weekly markets, every

other GOFM program has sprung.

Over $10,000 in SNAP, FreshBucks, BonusBucks & WIC Voucher programs were spent at

market in 2021, making healthy, fresh foods from local farms/makers accessible and

attainable to low-income homes. 

We built one school garden in 2017 and today we have 9 Young Gardeners Program

gardens plus 2 community gardens through our Victory Gardens Program.

This spring, 325 FreshBox deliveries of vegetables, meats, eggs & bread went to 25

local food-insecure families, completely free. That’s roughly 1,300 meals. 

We relocated our market operation in June–and it’s bigger and better than we

anticipated, averaging 500 customers every week. 

Our Farm to School project puts vegetables grown in our YGP school gardens onto the

Galveston ISD cafeteria menu every month, feeding hundreds of students.

Our landmark Victory Garden site in Menard Park is a true public-private partnership

with the City of Galveston, connecting folks in the name of food, gardening & the

magic therein.

It’s no small thing that we’re still trudging through a globe-changing pandemic and

GOFM is doing more than ever. 2021’s list of changes and growth is long, sweat-

drenched and covered in compost. Thank the skies, we’re in it together.
